   Offerings left at the Communion rail on Sunday, March 7th, will be given to the 
Murphy-Harpst Children’s Home which is located in Cedartown, GA. It is a highly 
specialized residential treatment center for children and youth (ages 7-17). This 
past year has been a particularly difficult year financially. The intense therapy 
necessary to treat each child does not come cheap; but the benefits and hope it 
brings to these children is immeasurable. 
   Each resident arrives with his or her own tragic story. Most are victims of  
severe physical, emotional or sexual abuse and neglect, and as a result, arrive 
with very difficult mental and behavioral problems. Most have never had a stable 
home and are at the “end of the line” so to speak, after having failed in every 
other care  
facility/program in which they have been placed. They often arrive with all their 
worldly belongings in a single grocery bag. How sad and tragic to be a child and 
feel that no one loves or cares for you.  
   With the kind of help provided by Murphy-Harpst, approximately 82 percent of 
these young people are able to grow up to hold jobs, maintain relationships and 
live within the community, thus becoming productive members of society.  
Perhaps that does not sound like a successful percentage, but with the  
ever-growing and more severe problems faced by these children, it is a great  
percentage! 
   These children need our support—PLEASE GIVE GENEROUSLY!
