They often arrive with
all their worldly belongings in a single grocery bag. How sad and tragic to be a
child and feel that no one loves or cares for you.

With the kind of help provided by Murphy-Harpst, approximately 82 percent of
these young people are able to grow up to hold jobs, maintain relationships and
live within the community, thus becoming productive members of society.

Perhaps that does not sound like a successful percentage, but with the
ever-growing and more severe problems faced by these children, it is a great
percentage! These children need our support—PLEASE GIVE GENEROUSLY!
